· The meeting was called to order at 1:02 P.M. 
· Tim G. moved to accept the October, 2019 minutes.  Paul F. seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Ama D. introduced herself.  She oversees projects with providers for Allegheny County.  She finds CRS (Certified Recovery Specialists) very beneficial and has a list of CRS providers available.

· Kathryn G. introduced herself.  She oversees D&A monitors for Allegheny County.  She announced plans to set up another CRS training around spring.

· Keirston P. heads recovery services at WPIC.  A large part of his job is educating people about recovery plans and peer support.  It’s important to meet people where they are at rather than where you’d like them to be.  This helps reduce stigma of addiction.
· WPIC?UPMC and Tadiso have peer navigators who deal primarily with substance abuse and helps consumers with doctor’s appointments, housing, court, and rehab services.  UPMC/WPIC offers this service both inpatient and outpatient.  P.O.W.E.R. offers similar services.

· Some CRS also have training with mental health issues but the programs are separate per CCBHO because of Pennsylvania funding requirements.  

· A discussion was held on how there can be more interaction between CRS and CPS (Certified Peer Specialists) and how Pennsylvania can provide billing for dual services as well as facilitating interaction between CPS and CRS.  Some ideas were discussed including training CPS in D&A issues and CRS in MH issues.  Another idea was to see if dual programs are offered in other states and if they are effective.

· One idea is for ACCR to discuss training needs with providers.
· The next meeting of the Committee is scheduled for Tuesday, December 10, 2019 at the Allegheny County DHS building, time to be determined.

· The meeting was adjourned at 2:15 P.M.
